History Curriculum Progression Document
Our Historical enquiry progression document illustrates how we plan to ensure our children understand historical concepts such as continuity and change, cause and consequence, similarity, difference and significance, and use them to make connections, draw contrasts, analyse trends, frame historically valid questions and create their own structured accounts, including written narratives and analyses. It also includes how our pupils will develop their understanding of the methods of historical enquiry, including how evidence is used rigorously to make historical claims, and discern how and why contrasting arguments and interpretations of the past have been constructed. The document highlights the strands of our chosen substantive concepts which run through our curriculum deepening pupils’ understanding of them over the key stages.
	History Intent
[bookmark: _Hlk121165692]As we teach about the people, periods and places of the past, we also want our pupils to learn how historians study the past and how they have constructed accounts of the past. We teach ‘big picture history’ with our use of timelines to secure a chronological understanding of the vast periods of time into which the smaller units of history fit. In each year group we zoom in to focus on specific periods or topics and then, using enquiry-based teaching, we use specific and meaningful examples of people, places and events to deepen our understanding and foster our young historians’ curiosity about the story of this world in which they play their part.
Our aim is to give our pupils an appreciation for both the legacy history has left behind them, and the impact it has on their lives today.

· I can recall social contexts of periods studied and can compare these with other periods – ie poverty and differences for lives of rich and poor in Tudor, Victorian and Modern times.
· I can note connections, contrasts and change over time and between different contexts in the past and represent these with evidence on a timeline.
· I can compare concurrent timelines and relate my current study to other periods of history in the world.
· I can build an increasingly developed timeline of Britain and the wider world to know where periods of history overlapped.
· I can confidently use relevant terms and dates for the period: Stone Age, Bronze Age, Iron Age, Romans, Anglo-Saxons, Vikings, Greeks, Egyptians, Maya.
· I can discuss big picture history and can locate periods of history and events more easily.

	As an historian, I can tell the story of these islands in chronological order and share how we have been shaped by people’s ideas and lives in each period. I can tell the stories of ancient civilisations around the world and show how empires that no longer exist have influenced us today. I have loved becoming an historian and am ready to continue my learning journey in secondary school.
