Music Curriculum Content
To be taught as part of the dance PPA provision 2021/22

Key Stage 1

1. Use voices expressively and creatively through singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes 
2. Play untuned instruments musically 
3. Listen to a range of high quality live and recorded music
4. Experiment with, create, select and combine sounds (percussion only)

How these will be applied

· Two of the half term projects in each year will feature song and dance routines (competency 1)
· There will be a vocal warm up using rhymes and chants in classes in addition to the movement warm up (competency 1)
· One of the half term projects in each year will feature percussion with a focus on regular rhythm and musical notation – quavers, crotchets, minims, semi brieves, rests – 2/4 3/4 and 4/4 time (competency 2 and 4)
· KS 1 dance teachers and Sarah will create a playlist of key pieces of quality from a range of genres both contemporary and classical to feature in dance lessons over the 2 years of KS1 – list will be devised and circulated by the start of term – these will be used to accompany dance but will be discussed in terms pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture (instrumentation) and structure (competency 3)

NB – areas of Key Stage 1 content from National Curriculum not covered are:

Play tuned instruments musically – am I right in thinking this is covered in Year 3 with guitars?

Key Stage 2

1. Perform in solo and ensemble contexts using voice with increasing for accuracy, fluency, control and expression
2. Improvise and compose music for a range of purposes using interrelated dimensions of music
3. Listen with attention to detail and recall sounds with increasing aural memory
4. Use and understand staff and other musical notation 
5. Appreciate and understand a wide range of high-quality live and recorded music drawn from different traditions and from great composers and musicians 
6. Develop an understanding of the history of music


How these will be applied

· Two of the half term projects in each year will feature song and dance routines – where children will be invited to sing as a group and individually building on the foundations of KS1 and striving for accuracy, fluency, control and expression to tell story, create characters and develop atmosphere (competency 1 and 3)
· There will be a vocal warm up using unaccompanied song and chants in classes in addition to the movement warm up building on the skills established in KS1 (competency 1)
· One of the half term projects in each year will feature percussion with a focus on regular and syncopated rhythm and musical notation – quavers, crotchets, minims, semi brieves, rests – included dotted versions – 2/4 3/4 and 4/4 6/8 time (competency 2 and 4)
· KS 2 dance teachers and Sarah will create a playlist of key pieces (different to KS1 list) of quality from a range of genres both contemporary and classical to feature in dance lessons over the 3 year duration of KS2 – the list will be devised and circulated by the start of term.  We will introduce elements of chronology in relation to the history chart on the corridor wall (A little budget for resources would be useful here) these will be used to accompany dance but will be discussed in terms pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture and structure building on the foundations of KS 2 and will include singing back elements of what they have heard. (competency 3 5 and 6)

NB – areas of Key Stage 2 content from National Curriculum not covered are:

Play and perform in solo and ensemble contexts using musical instruments with increasing for accuracy, fluency, control and expression – again this is covered in guitars in year 3 and for the children who play instruments independently but can’t be embedded in dance 

Improvise and compose music for a range of purposes using interrelated dimensions of music – we will do this but not for a range of purposes and with limited sophistication

Use and understand staff and other musical notation this is the realm of musical theory and needs almost a classroom-based approach – we can do rhythmic elements of it in dance – I can chat with you about this and how it would need to be taught
