	Substantive knowledge
	· Christians believe Jesus brings good news for all people.
· For Christians, this good news includes being loved by God and being forgiven for bad things.
· Christians believe Jesus is a friend to the poor and friendless.




	· Christians believe that the good news that Jesus brings is to be a good friend, say sorry and say thank you.
· Christians believe Jesus’ teachings make people think hard about how to live and show them the right way.
· The Christian community pray today because they think God is listening and he answers those prayers.


	· Jews believe in only one God and all life is special because God created it.
· Shema is the most important prayer for Jews to remind them that there is only one God.
· Shabbat is a precious time for Jews to rest and remember that God created the world.




	· The events of Easter happened over a week known as Holy Week.
· Christians believe that Jesus rose again, giving people hope of a new life.
· Christians believe that because Jesus died, they can be closer to God.



	· Every religion has a place that is sacred to every religion for worshipping their God.
· A Church is a building where Christians worship God. It has key features such as an altar, a lectern, a pulpit and a symbolic cross.
· A synagogue is a building where Jewish people worship their God. It has key features such as an ark, eternal light, and a bimah.
	· Sacred books contain teachings that are special to many people and they should be treated with respect.
· From the Bible, Christians learn how to treat one another kindly, such as the Good Samaritan.
· From the Torah, Jews learn that God will always help them, like he helped Moses.

	· Give explanations of what the Bible story of Matthew the tax collector means to Christians.
· Give 2 examples of how Christians put their beliefs into practice in the Church community and their own lives.

	· Describe how Christians show their beliefs: for example, thanking God in prayer.
· Give 2 examples of how Christians use the Bible stories to guide their beliefs about prayer.


	· Describe how Jews show their beliefs: for example, saying Shema or observing Shabbat.
· Make links between Jewish practices and how Jews live.


	· Tell stories of Easter from the Bible and recognise a link with the idea of Salvation.
· Give examples of how Christians show their beliefs about Jesus’ death in church worship.

	· Give examples of objects and symbols used in a church and synagogue that show what people believe.
· Talk about why people like to belong to a sacred building or community.


	· Give reasons why a holy book is considered to be ‘holy’.
· Talk about the issues of good and bad, right and wrong arising from stories from the Bible and the Torah.

	Substantive knowledge
	· The Fall tells a story about how humans spoiled their friendship with God.
· As human beings are part of God’s good creation, they do best when they listen to God.
· The Bible shows that God wants to help people to be close with him, so he gives them guidelines on how to live (the 10 commandments)
	· The People of God try and live in the way God wants by following his commands and worshipping him. 
· The Story of Noah shows that God keeps his promises.
· Christians believe that following God includes trusting and having faith in God’s promises.

	· Christians believe that God is Trinity: Father, Son and Holy Spirit.
· Father is the creator; the Son is sent to save his people and the Son sends the Holy Spirit to his followers.
· Christians believe the Holy Spirit is God’s power at work in their lives today, and enables them to follow Jesus.

	· Christians see Holy Week as the conclusion of Jesus’ earthly life, leading to his death and resurrection.
· The events of Holy Week were important to show the disciples what Jesus came to do – save humanity.
· Christians celebrate Jesus’ death and resurrection because they believe that humanity was restored because of this.
	· Prayer for Hindus is about connecting with God and they pray in the mandir or in their home shrine.
· Christians pray for different purposes including asking, thanking, saying sorry and praising God.
· Some people are spiritual but not religious and like to pray in their own way.

	· Worship and rituals are very important within Hindu family and community life.
· Hindus believe in four ways of life: dharma, artha, kama and moksha. 
· Hindus believe that all living beings possess atman - a ‘spark’ of Brahman.

	Ways of knowing
	· Describe what Christians do because they believe God is Creator.
· Describe how and why Christians might pray to God, say sorry, forgive and ask for forgiveness.
	· Make links between the story of Noah and the idea of a covenant.
· Make links between the promises in the story of Noah and the promises that Christians make at a wedding ceremony.

	· Offer suggestions about what texts about baptism and Trinity might mean.
· Describe how Christians show their beliefs about the Trinity in worship (in baptism).
	· Offer suggestions for what the texts about the death and resurrection of Jesus might mean.
· Describe how Christians show their beliefs about Palm Sunday, Good Friday and Easter Sunday in worship.

	· Describe ways in which prayer can comfort and challenge believers.
· Describe and compare the practice of prayer in Hinduism, and Christianity.

	· Make links between Hindu beliefs and the aims of life.
· Describe how Hindus show their faith within their families in Britain today.

	Substantive knowledge
	· Hindus celebrate Diwali – the festival of light – to remember that good always overcomes bad.
· Muslims celebrate Eid to show their self-control and submission to Allah.
· Yom Kippur is the holiest and most sacred day of the Jewish year because it gives Jews the opportunity to be forgiven for their sins. 
	· Christians believe Jesus challenges everyone about how to live – he sets the example for loving God and your neighbour.
· Jesus shows love and forgiveness to unlikely people.
· Christians try to be like Jesus – they want to know him better.

	· Jesus believes that God loves humility. It is not about what you look like, but what is in your heart that matters.
· Christians believe Jesus challenges people who pretend to be good (hypocrisy).
· Christians try and put Jesus’ teachings into practice in lots of ways, from church worship to social justice.

	· Christians remember, and celebrate Jesus’ last week, death and resurrection.
· Remembering the events of the Last Supper is so important for most Christians that they take part in the Eucharist regularly.
· Christians remember the events of Holy Week and live their lives through the example of Jesus because of this.
	· Christians believe that after Jesus returned to be with God, he sent the Holy Spirit at Pentecost.
· Christians believe that Jesus is still alive, and rules in their hearts and lives by the Holy Spirit, if they let him.
· Christians believe that Jesus’ whole life was a demonstration of his belief that God is King.
	· Christians sometimes have a confirmation ceremony where they affirm the promises made at their infant baptism to commit to their journey as a Christian.
· Jewish children have a bar/bat mitzvah at the age or 12 or 13 to show that they are a son or daughter of the Jewish commandments.
· A sacred thread ceremony happens for Hindu boys to show that they are at an age to have religious responsibility.

	Ways of knowing
	· Make connections between the festivals of Diwali, Eid and Yom Kippur.
· Consider and explain the reasons why religious believers celebrate the festivals: Diwali, Eid and Yom Kippur. 
	· Make links between the calling of the first disciples and how Christians today try to follow Jesus and be ‘fishers of people’.
· Give examples of how Christians try to show love to all, including how members of the clergy follow Jesus’ teaching.
	· Make simple links between the Good Samaritan story and the importance of charity in Christian life.
· Give some examples of how Christians act to show that they are following Jesus.

	· Make clear links between Gospel texts and how Christians remember and celebrate on Maundy Thursday, including the Eucharist.
· Describe how Christians show their beliefs about Jesus in their everyday lives: for example, praying and sharing the message and example of Jesus.
	· Give examples of what Pentecost means to some Christians now.
· Make clear links between the story of the Day of Pentecost and Christian belief about the Kingdom of God on Earth.

	· Offer informed suggestions about the meaning and importance of ceremonies of commitment for Christians, Hindu and Jewish people today.
· Suggest reasons why marking the milestones of life are important to Christians, Hindus and Jewish people.

	· Raise questions and suggest answers about what is worth celebrating and remembering in religious communities and in their own lives

	Substantive knowledge
	· [bookmark: _GoBack]66% of people in Wakefield are Christians, 2% are Muslims, 0.3% are Hindus and 24% of people have no religion.
· Wakefield is a diverse city and to create a tolerant and inclusive society, we must understand the different religions.
· We must understand the similarities and differences between ourselves and other religions, otherwise we create an exclusive society.
	· Christians believe God is omnipotent, omniscient and eternal, and that this means God is worth worshipping.
· Christians believe God is both holy and loving, and Christians have to balance ideas of God being angered by sin and
injustice but also loving, forgiving, and full of grace.
· Christians do not all agree about what God is like, but try to follow his path, as they see it in the Bible or through Church teaching.
	· 60% of the UK say that they believe in a God.
· Theists believe in God for many reasons – family background or personal religious experiences. 
· Atheists don’t believe in God for many reasons – family background, unanswered prayers, the presence of evil and suffering and because of science. 

	· There is debate and some controversy around the relationship between the accounts of creation in Genesis and scientific accounts.
· The debates and controversies
relate to the interpretation of the texts. For example, does reading Genesis as a poetic account conflict with scientific accounts?
· There are many scientists throughout
history and now who are Christians.
	· The New Testament says that Jesus death was ‘for us’ and Christians interpret this in different ways. For example: as a sacrifice for sin, rescuing the lost and leading them to God.
· (Roman Catholic) Christians remember Jesus’ sacrifice through the service of mass.
· Christians believe that Jesus calls them to sacrifice their own needs to the needs of others, and some are prepared to die for others and for their faith.
	· Muslims get a lot of their teaching and authority from the Qur'an but they also get some of their authority from other sources, such as Hadith and Sunnah.
· There are two main groups of Muslims, Sunni (around 90% of Muslims) and Shi’a. The main difference is around which leader should have followed on from the Prophet Muhammad.
· There are 1,800 mosques in the UK and there are 7 mosques in Wakefield.

· Explain how and why people respond differently to diversity and interfaith issues.
	· Make clear connections between Bible texts studied and what Christians believe about God; for example, through how churches are designed.
· Show how Christians put their beliefs into practice in worship.
	· Make clear connections between what people believe about God and the impact of this belief on how they live.
· Explain ways in which believing in God is valuable in the lives of believers, and ways it can be challenging.
	· Suggest what Genesis 1 might mean, and compare their ideas with ways in which Christians interpret it.
· Show understanding of why many Christians find science and faith go together.
	· Explain what Christians mean when they say that Jesus’ death was a sacrifice, using theological terms.
· Make clear connections between the Christian belief in Jesus’ death as a sacrifice and how Roman Catholic Christians celebrate mass.
	· Make clear connections between Muslim 
beliefs and worship.
· Make connections between Muslim beliefs studied and Muslim ways of living in Britain/Yorkshire today.

	· Consider and weigh up the ways in which the ideas studied relate to their own experiences and views of the world today. 
	· Weigh up how biblical ideas and teachings about God as holy and loving might make a difference in the world today, developing insights of their own.

	Substantive knowledge
	· Commandments in the Torah affect how a Jewish person lives their life.
· The Torah includes many laws about which foods may or may not be eaten. Food that Jewish people eat is entitled ‘kosher’, meaning ‘clean’ or fit for purpose.
· Not all Jewish people will follow Jewish laws in the same way. Orthodox Jews will keep kosher food laws strictly but Progressive Jews might not.

	· Jesus told many parables about the Kingdom of God and they suggest that God’s rule has begun, through the life of Jesus, and subsequently through the lives of Christians who live in obedience to God.
· The Kingdom is compared to a feast where all are invited to join in. Not everyone chooses to do so.
· Many Christians try to extend the
Kingdom of God by challenging unjust social structures in their locality and in the world.
	· The good news is not just about setting an example for good behaviour and challenging bad behaviour: it is that Jesus offers a way to heal the damage done by human sin.
· Christians believe The Sermon on the
Mount is an example of Jesus cutting across expectations because his values favour serving the weak and vulnerable.
· Christians believe that they should
bring the good news to life in the
world in different ways.

	· Christians read the ‘big story’ of the
Bible as pointing out the need for
God to save people. This salvation
includes the ongoing restoration of
humans’ relationship with God.
· Belief in Jesus’ resurrection
confirms to Christians that Jesus is
the incarnate Son of God, but also
that death is not the end.
· This belief gives Christians hope
for life with God, starting now and
continuing in a new life (heaven).
	· Many believers thank God in good times and living this life of gratitude can lead to happier and healthier lives.
· Most religious traditions teach about life after death which can give some comfort to believers who are suffering or facing a bereavement.
· Hindus believe in samsara – the continuous cycle of reincarnation where the soul is reborn over and over again.
	· The Old Testament pieces together the story of the People of God.
· Christians
see the Story of Moses and Exodus as looking forward to how Jesus’ death and resurrection rescue people from slavery
to sin.
· Christians apply this idea to living today by trying to serve God and to bring freedom to others; for example, caring for them, bringing health, justice, and telling the story of Jesus.

· Give evidence and examples to show how Jewish people put their beliefs into practice in different ways (e.g. some differences between Orthodox and Progressive Jewish practice). 
	· Explain connections between biblical texts and the concept of the Kingdom of God.
· Make clear connections between belief in the Kingdom of God and how Christians
put their beliefs into practice in different ways, including in worship and in service to the community.
	· Suggest meanings of Gospel texts studied, and compare their ideas with ways in which Christians interpret biblical texts.
· Make clear connections between Gospel texts, Jesus’ ‘good news’, and how
Christians live in the Christian community and in their individual lives.
	· Suggest meanings for resurrection accounts, and compare their ideas with ways in which Christians interpret these texts, showing awareness of the centrality of the Christian belief in Resurrection.
· Make clear connections between Christian belief in the Resurrection and how Christians worship on Good
Friday and Easter Sunday.
	· Make clear connections between what people believe about God and how they respond to challenges in life (e.g. suffering, bereavement) 
· Consider and weigh up how religion might help people in good and bad times, giving good reasons for their ideas and insights 


	· Explain connections between the story of Moses and the concepts of freedom
and salvation, using theological terms.
· Make clear connections between Bible texts studied and what Christians believe about being the People of God and how they should behave.

	Personal knowledge
	· Talk about how ideas of tradition, ritual, community and study relate to their own lives, giving good reasons for their views.
	· Relate Christian teachings or beliefs about God’s Kingdom to the issues, problems and opportunities of their own
lives and the life of their own community in the world today.
	· Relate biblical ideas, teachings or beliefs (for example, about peace, forgiveness, healing) to the issues, problems and
opportunities of their own lives and the life of their own community in the world today.
	· Offer and justify their own responses as to what difference belief in Resurrection might make to how people respond to challenges and problems in the world today.
	· Talk about how ideas of God and religion relate to their own lives, giving good reasons for their views.
