Talk through Stories

At St. Michael’s our EYFS & KS1 children follow the Talk through Stories programme to further enhance their reading offering. For us, Talk through Stories is a vital building block to link our EYFS, KS1 and KS2 reading curriculum, supporting our children as they move through school. 

Talk through Stories provides children with: daily story time, an opportunity to explore different stories, love books and discuss plots with their teachers. In addition to this, children deepen their vocabulary and become more confident to work out unfamiliar words. 

The daily, systematic approach (see below) ensures our children have time to become familiar with a wide range of children’s literature and have the opportunity to broaden their vocabulary as they are exposed to challenging tier 2 words.
